PIZZICATO WHILE HOLDING THE BOW

Extend the second finger away from the bow. Pluck the string with the second finger of the right hand.

The number (2) with the letter "p" under it means to pluck the string with the 2nd finger of right
hand. Arco = use bow.
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Keep theythumb,in the same relative position to the fingers.
